
 No doubtin’ Jim Dowtin’s abilities now.  He
started the final round four shots behind Larry
Whitmore and had to survive a playoff with
veteran Ronnie Grove.  “I learned in 2002 that I
could hold my own with these guys,’ Dowtin said.

“Then I played the last round with (eventual
champion) Cliff Cunningham and played better
than I scored.”

This time in overtime, in tough scoring
conditions, Dowtin hit his third on the par-five
18th hole just five feet from the hole while Grove
hit his third over the green and chipped poorly.

Grove’s closing 71 was the second best score in
the event.  High and thick rough created difficult
scoring conditions.  Dowtin and Grove were nine
over par in regulation play.
