Distance measuring devices will be allowed. Note that if a smart phone or tablet is used as a distance
measuring device, the device must not contain apps that would render it non-conforming such as a
compass or level app.

Spectator carts will be available to rent at a rate of $20+tax per cart. Carts must remain on path at all
times.

No metal or ceramic spikes.

Hats/visors must be worn with brim forward and must be removed while indoors.
