RULES

Players in the championship will receive a refund minus a $30
administrative fee if withdrawing prior to the first day of the
championship. No refunds are given on or after the first day of
the championship for any reason. Alternates not gaining entry
into the tournament will receive a full refund.

INCLEMENT WEATHER POLICY

Every effort will be made to complete 54 holes. There are no
refunds if the tournament is shortened to 36 holes due to
weather. If the entire tournament is cancelled, a full refund will
be issued to all players.
