Entries are subject to 

rejection at any time, including during the event, by the CGA or the 

host club.  The reason for rejection may include unbecoming 

conduct as defined by the CGA Code of Conduct Policy or cell 

phone use during a round. All players must conform to the “USGA 

Rules of Amateur Status” as specified in the “Rules of Golf”. For 

complete residency and eligibility requirements, refer to the CGA 

Tournament Manual.
