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ELIGIBILITY 

Entry is open to any male or female amateur golfer who has not reached their 

19
th
 birthday as of the date of the final round of the championship, who has not 

yet enrolled in college, who maintains a residence in North Carolina or South 

Carolina, is a member or their parent is a member in good standing of a club 

which is a member of the Carolinas Golf Association (CGA) and has a current 

USGA handicap index® of 15.0 or less at a CGA member club. Entries are 

subject to rejection at any time, including during the event, by the CGA or the 

host club.  The reason for rejection may include unbecoming conduct as defined 

in the CGA Code of Conduct Policy for current or future championships. All 

players must conform to the “USGA Rules of Amateur Status” as specified in 

“The Rules of Golf”.  

For complete residency and eligibility requirements, refer to the CGA 

Tournament Manual.

The competition is 

closed when the championship trophy has been presented. Special requests for 

starting times or pairings are not granted. 

 

AUTOMOTIVE TRANSPORTATION; CADDIES; SPECTATORS 

Transportation: Players must walk at all times, except for Committee approved 

shuttles. 

Caddies: No caddies are allowed at this event.  

Spectators: Spectators are welcome at CGA championships. Spectator carts will 

be available for rent for $35 per day. Carts must remain on the cart path and 

out of the way of play.
